If we happen to obtain new apparel, we ensure our sourcing practices are
ethical and we only support manufacturers with a positive role in society
Price points: ** all price points based on 2 week rental, to extend the
rental the price will be $50 per additional week of rent.

Business wear Pants Ranging From: $25 -$40
Dressy Tops and Blouses Ranging From: $20 -$20
Toppers and Blazers Ranging From: $30 - $75
Skirts Ranging From: $25 - $40

Sourcing



Sourcing Analysis 
Manhattan Collective will be sourced by a second hand wholesaler to supply the
store to start out the business. Poshmark, Depop, and eBay is the online business
we are purchasing from. Our store will reach out to the reseller to see if we can do
bundles to get the product at a cheaper price. While purchasing online we are also
dedicated to thrifting each article of apparel at local thrift stores during our free
time. With new apparel obtained, we ensure our sourcing practices are ethical and
we only support manufacturers with a positive role in society

Donations will also be sourced from community members with an incentive in
return. Each three items a consumer donates, they will receive one free rental
piece. After their first purchase they will receive 30% off every rental purchase
they make. Each garment will be analyzed by one our employees to ensure the
garments taken in are to our store values.  



As a second-hand retailer, we will source various brands, but are committed
to not sourcing or accepting donations of fast fashion brands.

Additionally, Manhattan Collective looks for brands that
genuinely care about the materials they source and where from, and also the
lifecycle of the apparel produced by their company.
